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5. Using the DVD writer

B Connecting the DVD Writer

1. Plug the small end of the USB Cable into the Mini USB port on the DVD Writer.
2. Plug the large end of the cable into the available USB port on your desktop computer or
notebook.

B Inserting a Disc
1. Press the Eject Button on the front of the DVD Writer to release the disc tray.

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2. Place a disc onto the tray.

3. Push the disc tray back into the DVD Writer. When completely closed, the LED
indicator will flash.

B Ejecting a Disc

{ ! NEVER disconnect the DVD Writer from a Computer when the disc is spinning.

For Windows users

1. Press the Eject Button on the front of the DVD Writer to release the disc tray.

2. Place your thumb on the spindle and use your other fingers to gently pry the disc
upwards until it pops free.
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For Mac users

1. Click the Finder icon in the Dock to open a Finder window
2. In the Finder sidebar, click the Eject button to eject the disc.

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6. Using TV Connectivity
1. Connect the DVD Writer to your TV. Turn on the TV power.

2. Open the disc tray and place a disc.

3. Press the Eject button for 2 seconds. The LED will be solid green. Now it's TV
Connectivity mode. (When you do again, the function will be OFF. LED turns OFF)

4. Close the disc tray to play the disc.

® Operating system cannot detect the DVD Writer

Check the following:

1. Is your DVD Writer properly connected to the USB port? If not, unplug it and plug it in
again. If it is properly connected, try using another available USB port.

2. Are you using the USB cable that came in the DVD Writer package? If not, try using
the Transcend-supplied USB cable to connect the DVD Writer to your computer.

® The DVD Writer does not Power On (LED does not flash)

Check the following:
1. Ensure that the DVD Writer is properly connectedto the USB port on your computer.

2. Ensure that the USB port is working properly. If not, try using an alternate USB port.

® The DVD Writer Cannot Read a Disc
The disc may be dirty, scratched or damaged. Try cleaning the disc with water or a DVD
cleaning solution.

® \Writing to a Blank Disc Fails
In most cases, this problem is a result of trying to write to poor quality recordable media. For
best results, please use only retail-packaged name brand recordable discs.
